Rob Kevan explained how the Community Shed’s finances will be looked after. He will manage the petty cash payments with Janet Hopkins receiving the payments into the Shed’s Account.

Rob Kevan wished to draw the PC’s attention to the damage to the road outside 63/64 Martins Road. This damaged was caused by a tracked vehicle that had been working on the redevelopment of Nos 63/64. Cllr West said that he was aware of the damage and it has been reported to WC Highways.

Rob Kevan mentioned the construction of some hard standing in the farm land beside the road from Wick Crossroads to the A361. The Clerk was asked to contact WC Planning to see if anything was known about this.

5. Matters Arising from the Parish Council Meeting of 3rd July 2017
Cycling Sappers Plaque – An invitation has been sent to Kevin Bunting, the Plaque engraver, to attend the handover of the Plaque on 16th September 2017. Myra Link has had the plaque framed and it will be put in a presentation box before the handing over.
Airfield Drainage Clearance – Works have now started – weather and harvesting permitting.
Ditch Collapse Main Street – Still no action by WC Highways. Cllr West will send details to Cllr Seed as the collapsed ditch could lead to flooding in the winter rains.
Community Tree Planting Project – The Clerk has written an article about the project for the Parish Magazine.

Clerk Vacancy – The Clerk Emailed the only person to show an interest in the pending vacancy to date. This was to ask for a CV for consideration by the Appointment Sub-Committee. No response to date. Cllr Seed will circulate the vacancy to the Clerks in his constituency in case any of them were willing to take on an additional PC. Cllr Wickham will ask her husband to do the same in his WC constituency. The Clerk will ask Rhys Schell if there anybody he knows who might be interested.  In addition, the Clerk will put another advertisement in the Parish Magazine. Cllr Collins also felt that it would be wise to put a closing date for applications to be received in any paperwork.
War Memorial Refurbishment – The Clerk Emailed the stone mason suggesting that the works take place after Armistice Day. No response to date.

Letter of Appreciation for Cllr Jerry Wickham – The Clerk drafted a letter for the Chairman to send to Cllr Wickham.

Keevil Manor Tree Pruning – The Community Shed have done a limited pruning of the branches overlapping the high bank footway as Christopher Vernon has commissioned a tree surgeon to tackle the larger branches. Cllr Collins said that he had been approached by the residents who live along the public footpath alongside the Manor Grounds who were also concerned about the trees overhanging the path. The Clerk will ask the Vernons to include these trees in the tree surgeon’s works.
Keevil School – The Clerk has written to the Head Teacher asking that parents waiting in their cars to pick up their children are requested to turn off their engines to reduce local air pollution.
Litter Picking – Great Hinton PC – The Clerk has Emailed the Clerk of Great Hinton PC asking for their cooperation in keeping verges around both Parishes free from litter. No response to date.

Kerbing Project Main Street – Works now completed. The Clerk will prompt the School for an invoice for the PC’s share of the costs
Annual Audit – Completed & papers distributed to Councillors and the web site.

Dead Tress in Martins Lane – Cllr Meatyard has inspected these trees but has not yet felled them. The Clerk will remind him.
6. Playing Field
Cllr Abraham reports that the damaged fence on the Playing Field has been repaired. He has carried out some minor works before the annual ROSPA inspection which is due this month. He has noticed that the basketball ring has been bent and he will look at repair/replacement on his return from holiday. Cllr Sherman said that some of the footholds on the climbing wall have come loose and need attention.

7. Community Shed Payments

After discussion, it was agreed that the present arrangement of paying for the Playing Field mowing etc., should be £170 per month in the months of May, July and September. The proposal was made by Cllr Hunter, seconded by Cllr Wickham and approved unanimously.
