1. To Consider Planning Application KV18/04803/FUL– Elmleaze Farm, Keevil.
The application was discussed by Councillors who expressed a number of concerns.
a. Major concerns regarding road safety. Visibility when exiting the site is extremely poor to the west. Even if the hedge were to be cut back, the curvature of the road prevents adequate visibility.
b. The materials used should all be reclaimed materials and not new or a mixture of both.
c. We note the lack of an ecological survey.
