MINUTES OF THE PLANNING COMMITTEE OF KEEVIL PARISH COUNCIL MEETING HELD AT KEEVIL CHURCH OF ENGLAND PRIMARY SCHOOL .BA14 6LU AT 9.30 a.m. ON SATURDAY 23rd MARCH 2019

1. Apologies:

2. Declaration of Interest

Councillor Banfield declared an interest only as a neighbour.
3. To Consider Planning Application 19/01975/FUL , Keevil. BA14 6LU 5-year temporary planning permission for 3 external storage sheds.
The two representatives from the school answered questions from those present. Residents expressed concerns over the adverse visual impact of the street scene, especially as the site is in the Conservation Area and Area of Minimum Change.                                       MB and LH apologised for the fact that they had not consulted the village prior to the erection of the sheds and understood the residents’ concerns; they stated that they would need time to raise funds if they were going to re-site the climbing equipment to accommodate the sheds, they agreed to consider the ideas that had been put forward to find a solution. Concern was also expressed over the length of the ‘temporary’ permission.
The application was then discussed by the Council.

Response to WC Planning Department

It was agreed that the response to planning application  19/01975/FUL from Keevil Parish Council should be as follows:-
To object to the application on 3 grounds and that our Wiltshire Councillor, Jonathon Seed be asked to ‘call-in’ the application so that it is considered at the Western Area Planning Committee, with a site meeting by Wiltshire Councillors. This proposal was passed by a majority. A second proposal by Councillor Banfield to give no objections was not seconded.

The 3 reasons for objection are:

The adverse effect on the street scene because the sheds are so close to the road and so visible for residents who walk or drive by on a daily basis

The sheds are not in keeping with the Conservation Area

The sheds are not in keeping with the Area of Minimum Change

This was proposed by Councillor Wickham and seconded by Councillor Newton and passed by a majority.
