Hopefully we are now back on track to have a successful year and the regular bookings are gradually returning.

The bench in memory of Pat Phillips is now standing outside the Hall as a lasting memory of all the work she did for us.

The Post Office has been able to continue over the last year which has been a great asset to the community

My thanks go to Geoff West and Pat Tucker who took on the tasks of Treasurer and Bookings Officer last year.  Also to John Tucker, Pat Bartholomew, Nicki James and Colin Dimbylow.  (The garden is looking lovely).  And thank you for the support of the whole committee in keeping this wonderful village amenity going through thick and thin.

Geoff West successfully applied for a grant from Wilts CC in the sum of £8,000 which has certainly helped towards the continuing running costs but lower bookings over the year.

We finally have a Village Hall which is registered with Land Registry, albeit we have one hurdle to jump to get the whole Hall registered!

We are keeping up to date having installed WiFi in the Hall and thanks go to Pat Tucker for organising this.  Thanks also go to Ginny and Jim Sherman, Flora and Morag Goodwin and Pat Bartholomew for running another successful Quiz evening which raised funds to be used towards the cost of the WiFi.

The Christmas tree outside the Hall was a great success and thanks go to Caroline Munday for organising this and the lovely ‘tree lighting’ event.

Thank you to everyone for keeping our wonderful Village Hall running smoothly and I would like to say a special word of thanks to Myra Link for all her support as a Co-opted member of the Committee over the last 5 years and prior to that she represented the Parish Council Representative for 12 years.  Myra has decided now that it is time for her to ‘retire’ and we wish her well.

Treasurer’s Report for year ending December 2021


Bank Balance    £12902.68

Coventry Building Society Balance   £9709.31

Income and expenditure were much to the same level as they were in previous pre-Covid years, despite the lock-down period from January to March.  Several of the old regular groups are no longer with us; this includes Yoga and Zumba groups, Scottish Country Dancing, Badminton and the Burge Dancing group.  We have picked up a couple of new hall users, Body Blast are now regular weekly users, and an outside drama group that used the hall during the autumn and has returned to book dates for this coming autumn, so our income remains steady.  Unfortunately, with the Covid related problems, our village drama group has not used the hall this year, but is due to be back in the summer.
No major expenditure this year, everything has been much the same as previous years.  We saved on PPE equipment, with Covid restrictions easing, having spent £504.10 back in 2020 and only £8.85 in 2021.  We did have to pay for maintenance to the heating system a cost of £152.12, which were for repairs not covered by the insurance.  The Fire Extinguisher Maintenance rose from £71.10 to £112.80 in 2021 as well.

Expenditure for the bench in memory of Pat Phillips was all raised by donations from various villagers, for which we express our sincere thanks.  The bench is now situated outside the hall.

I transferred £6000 from our bank account into the Coventry Building Society in the hope of getting a better interest return, this however has fallen foul of cost of living increases and subsequent reduced interest rates.

Chairman Ian Simpson requested that Paul Lenaerts chair this item and all agreed.

Permission was being sought by the hall Committee to apply for Adverse Possession to register with Land Registry the land which had been excluded from our original application.


The area now registered (based on original deeds) is outlined in red on the attached photo/plan produced by Bob Ayres.


The area blocked in blue on the original Land Registry application which had been rejected because of lack of deeds and official documentation is more clearly shown on the photo/plan produced by Bob Ayres.


This covers the back of the hall, the path to the committee room and a small part of the garden (shown in blue on this plan – see attached).  Also included were areas which had shown up on the application for building the new hall in 1963 (shown in red) and this was why they had been included.

Objection has been made to registering the said areas marked red.


A public meeting to discuss this was requested but it was pointed out that this AGM had included the item on the agenda and advertised widely in order that people could put forward their views before the Committee made the application.


It was felt that the public had not been kept informed of this second registration.  For this the Secretary apologized but advised that a notice had been put on the Hall noticeboard and that nothing had been taken forward pending this open meeting.


A vote was taken and the majority of those present agreed that the Adverse Possession should go ahead to register the areas shown in blue on Bob Ayres’ plan and that the areas marked red should be omitted.

The Committee would approach Gough’s solicitors to make this application on our behalf.
